The building has been designed to provide active frontage at ground floor with access
to community functions and the communal residential entrances on all sides. There
are three communal stairfift cores to residential units on the first floor and above, All
residential units are provided with generous private balconies. Communal refuse and
cycle parking is provided atground floor.

As with the other buildings in this phase of the project, the predominate facing material
for elevations will be brick with windows either flush or deeply recessed to give interest
and modelling to the fagade. The brick will be contrasted with glass, timber and a metal
dadding in key locations.

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10.0/ Landscape Strategy

Landscape strategy

The landscape strategy for Grahame Park comprises a series of linked spaces which

give access to the new and existing buildings in the scheme. This is consistent with the
Approved Outine Masterplan. The intention is for the public realm to be designed in a
seam|ess fashion with good connectivity and legibility allowing the visitor and residentto
move easily and safely through the external areas, whether they are pedestrians, cyclists
or motorists.

The public realm includes the following spaces and streets:

. The Southern Square - the main entrance/arrival point to the scheme fronting
Grahame Park Way.

. The Southern Park — the long curved open space form between Lanacre Avenue
and Block B6

. Incidental public space — this includes a number of small spaces adjoining
buildings where are notincluded in the other descriptions.

. Streets - Lanacre Avenue - the main access road which runs nerth south through

the scheme; local distributor roads, such as Lower Strand, which intersect Lanacre
Avenue and car parking courts generally sited to the rear of the appropriate residential
